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Myanmar Earthquake

~Time is running out! Please send Japanese rescue teams as soon as possible!!~

In 2013, then Prime Minister Shinzo Abe told the people of Myanmar. When you are tired,
please remember us. It is at such times that we, Japan, will gladly come to your aid. In the
time of civil war, the people of Myanmar continue to believe these words. If they continue to
do so, they will betray the trust of those they have called their friends.

The press reported the following:

In the major earthquake that struck central Myanmar on March 28, 2025, the damage on
the ground is estimated to have far exceeded the military regime's announcement. Near the
epicenter, in Mandalay, Myanmar's second-largest city, condominiums, and other buildings
collapsed and many were buried alive. Zagaing, the quake’s epicenter is said to have 80% of
its buildings collapsed and is isolated, with bridges leading from the surrounding areas
having collapsed. Even after this unprecedented disaster, the Myanmar military has

conducted airstrikes in several locations, including near the epicenter.

Myanmar citizens, who have suffered from numerous catastrophes in the past, know that
the military will not actively engage in aid activities. Funds and supplies from international
aid have been used to line the pockets of the military regime and, as a result, to attack
civilians. Citizens are eager to help, but at the same time, they are concerned that
international aid will follow the same path this time around.

What is needed now is to send relief teams like those from Russia, China, India, and other
countries. Military regimes do not have the know-how to save lives in an earthquake, nor the
machinery and equipment to do so. Japanese Government, with earthquake experience,
should immediately dispatch rescue teams. Japan and Myanmar have a long history of
friendly relations and are trusted by the local people. Russia and China are exporting large
quantities of arms and weapons to the military regime. Giving citizens the impression that
these two countries were “quick to rush in” should be avoided, considering the future

situation in Asia.
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
